
Piqua is a labor magnet with more workers working in Piqua than residents commuting 
outside of the city. Piqua, with its proximity to I-75 and I-70, has opportunity for further 
commercial and industrial development based on the workforce assets, with shorter 
travel times than state and national averages.

The Piqua Municipal Water System operates a 7.0 million gallon per day 
surface water treatment plant, maintains over 110 miles of water main, two booster 
pump stations, and four elevated water storage tanks to supply water.  The system 
meets Federal and State health standards to the residential, commercial, and 
industrial customers of the City of Piqua.

The plant will provide 
for a capacity of 6.75 
million gallons per day 
(MGD) with the ability 
to add another 2.25 
MGD for 9.0 MGD.

Available waste water treatment 
capacity exceeds 1 million gallons 
per day.
